X Citizen of the United States

X  Resident of Dauphin County

X Registered to vote at current address
(Unless Student Election Worker)

X  Available to work in any part of Dauphin County
(if necessary)

HOURS:

X Election workers report to their assigned location no
later than 6:15 AM to prepare and set up the room
for polls to open.

X  Polls are open from 7:00 AM until 8:00 PM

X  After 8:00 PM, election workers assist the Judge of
Election in compiling results and closing polls

PAY:

X Judge of Election—$170.00 and $20.00 for training
(plus mileage for delivery of materials)

X Inspectors—$140.00 (plus $20 for training)

X  Clerks/Machine Operators $130 (plus $20 for

training)
